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Logical Questions and Answers
About Islam
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1. Who is Allah?

Allah is the Creator and Sustainer of all creatures. He is the
source of power, wisdom, and mercy, and He is the Organizer of
the whole sophisticated system of the universe, therefore, He is the
only One who is worthy of worship. Submission to Him is the
essence of all heavenly religions based on the one message of
heavenly prophets: to direct people to God and remind them of the
purpose for which He has created them: worshipping God, which
means having a relationship of knowledge and love with Him,
which inspires man to act in good manners towards Him and His
creation. Also, Allah is the One who will question us on the Day
After and judge our hearts, and accordingly each human being will
be held accountable to get the consequences of his choices and
actions in the form of reward or punishment. The name of Allah is
the only name that is only for Him. Most of His other fine names
could be used for others, except for the name Allah that is only for
Him. Allah is an Arabic word that refers to God in all monotheistic
religions, i.e., in Christianity and Judaism.
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2.1 won’t believe in God until science proves Him. Can you
prove Him through science?

Science deals with the physical world that is measured either
by empirical tools that use the five senses, or by inference by
means of the results of science that use advanced scientific
measuring instruments that lead to know what surpasses our
limited inaccurate senses. While faith is a metaphysical notion that
is sensed through spiritual heart, the human mind has been
programmed according to the logic of causality. It searches for a
maker who is behind what can be seen, and here comes the role of
scientific outcomes that link the mind to the heart and leads the
heart to faith through a channel of scientific logic. Mind
understands scientific methodology that surpasses senses, and it is
the tool that Allah has created to be used whether the senses are
alert or at sleep. In fact, a recent theory claims that the mind works
more efficiently in absence of senses. This means that faith in
Allah can be obtained by use of the mind but through a precise
scientific methodology, as the mind opens channels of awareness
towards the heart, where faith rests.
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3. How can you logically prove existence of God?

To prove this, we have two possibilities: either there is no
creator, or there is one. The first possibility implies that since there
is no organizer, the universe should be in chaos. It doesn’t
logically make sense that we could through some plastic letters
into a box and expect to open the box and find that letters have
stood in line to form a sentence, let alone a magnificent poem that
has rhythm and correct grammar and meaning. The possibility of
such an incident is against odds, almost non-existent, according to
conditions of probability. And also, the idea of orchestrating an
extremely detailed and consistent formation without a purpose or
an objective is absurd. It doesn’t match the astonishing preciseness
in the structure of each creature and its intermingling with other
creatures within food chains and breeding circles that complement
each other in one huge universe. This leads us to conclude that the
well-organized universe with its precise portions, timings and
wonderful ratios, rejects the idea of coincidence, absurdity, and
lack of a master mind. This leads us to the one other possibility,
which is that one great managing intelligence has brought the
universe into existence and is running it for a great purpose, and
man has to search for it.
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4. Who created God?

This question is not logical. When we say “God”, it means we
are talking about the Creator. It is not logical to say that the
Creator was created. If he has been created, he is not the Creator
anymore. Human beings can’t grasp with their limited minds the
idea of an “entity” without a founder, yet this does not apply to
God, who programed concepts in our minds, thus there is no point
in searching in what we can’t comprehend.

5. What is the purpose of man’s life?

The purpose of man’s life is to achieve happiness. Happiness
is on several levels: on the level of his victory and success in the
test of life (to be explained below), on the level of entering
paradise earnestly, which is in fulfilling all what man desires in a
perfect perpetual world, and on the level of meeting Allah, the
fruit of knowing and loving Him in this life then winning an
endless life close to Him on the day after. And to explain this,
Islam inform us that God created souls of the sons of Adam, then
He showed them Hlmself and asked: Am I not your God? And all
testified to His godliness'. This means that the sons of Adam have
seen God while they were still in the form of souls, before having
bodies and they acknowledged Him. But God wanted to teach
people about Him then to test them so each would logically get the
consequences of their choices and shares of knowledge and
development. He prepared for those who believe a great
subsequent prize that matches the great mission: a prize of being
neighbors of God in paradise for EVER. God wants us to teach
people about Him and to get them into a school of thought so that
their awareness is raised and they pay a price: to acknowledge God
without seeing Him. And for this, He gave man a life in which he
has freewill to develop himself and improve his capacities. On
earth, sons of Adam got their fair chances in the school of
knowing Allah and self-development. In order to help them, God
sent them prophets and books, and equipped them with an
instinctive inner compass to distinguish right from wrong. So, the

purpose of man’s life is happiness through a relationship with
Allah and winning paradise.
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6. What does God want with man?

God wants man to enter paradise and live in it for ever, but
He wants man to earn it. According to the Quran, God wants man
to live with ease, to be happy and to be responsible enough to own
his actions. God wants man to win the test that the devil has
promised to push him to lose, but God wants man to win fairly, so
He gave him freedom of choice and a mind. Yet, since God wants
man to win, He sent him prophets, holy books, a basic instinct to
know good and evil, and daily signs to lead him correctly.
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7. Why can’t God become man?

Because God should be Omniscient (all-knowing),
Omnipotent (all-capable), Omnipresent (present everywhere),
Everlasting (forever), and has unlimited over-human power. As for
man, he is limited in all his powers. If God becomes man, he loses
all His supremacies and His worthiness of worship.
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8. Why is idol-worshipping a sin?

Because it disrespects God when He is resembled or even
compared to helpless things, and it undermines man in terms of
sophistication of thinking when he expects power in powerless
stones. This 1s the habit of man ever since ancient times. Every
time man used to go backwards to worshipping idols, God would
send a prophet to put people back on track. Also, because it is an
act of ignoring the Creator, which is an insult to Him. When man
glorifies objects, thinks highly of them and that they control his
destiny, even though they do nothing, it is actually a degradation
in his thinking.
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9. My parents told me that Christianity is the best religion. So,
what do I do?

You were born in a Christian family, yet, your parents could
be right or wrong. Every person is free to believe as one wishes.
What about you? What do you think for yourself? You are a free-



thinking adult, so search and think of what really convinces you,
regardless what other people think, and you will reach what fills
your heart and answers your questioning mind.
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10. What will happen to me if I don’t believe?

You will lose the benfits /consequences of belief, including
tranquility in this life. As for the other life, Allah will judge you,
because he is the only one who knows what’s in the heart of each
of us.
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11. Where is God? Is He in sky or on earth or on His throne?

He is beyond time and space. Man’s understanding is limited
to time and space and it is quite difficult for us to grasp how an
“entity” can be everywhere all the time. Unlike us, He is not
confined to any law on earth or in the universe. Nothing is like
Him so we can’t compare or imagine Him. He described Himself
as being on His throne in sky; anyway, our test in life is to believe
in Him without seeing Him, as He described His attributes: One
who has no equivalent or similar.
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12. ’m morally a good person, so why do I need religion?

Man needs religion because:

Only religion gives answers to existential questions: who am [?
What is the purpose of my life? Where did I come from and
where will I go after death? Is there a creator and what does he
want? How to know right and wrong? Westerns ideologies give
the following replies: Man is a talking animal that evolved from
an ape; his life aims at mere pleasure and we know nothing
after death or a creator; right/wrong are according to situation.
But religion replies clearly: Man is an honored creature with a
mind and free will; his goal is to succeed in the test of life; the
Creator (God) has created man from His soul and death is to

transfer man to another life; and right/wrong are as described
by God Himself.

Religion gives man’s life meaning and a goal that links him to
God and winning His approval.

Religion gives man an economic and social way of life that is
proving success in real life every day.

Religion gives solution to major problems on the level of
humanity: alcoholism, addiction, pollution, hunger, violence,
homelessness, loneliness, depression, suicide, enslavement,
wars, occupation, oppression, racism, crime, sexual issues,
theft, fear, hatred, family breaking, gambling, prostitution,
corruption, selfishness, etc.



5- Religion provides an inner motivation of ethics based on self-
surveillance due to Godly observation instead of man
surveillance.

6- Religion provides a day in which the final chapter of unfinished
life stories get finalized with served justice.

7- Religion provides protection from inner problems that result
from lack of faith, such as continued sadness, slow sickness
recovery (in comparison to believers who pray for recovery),
fear of future, losing the sense of belonging and identity,
purposelessness, changing subjective values, hedonism and

searching for entertainment instead of real happiness.
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13. Can there be morality without religion?

Yes, it can, but the real test for it is if it stands in times
difficulty, i.e., when temptation increases and witnesses are no
more, when we are controlled by anger, love, desire, or when
justifications are irresistible. In times of test, ethics and morals
could become pail and unjustified, especially since, without
religion, it won’t be followed by reward or punishment.

14. What is your proof that there will be a day after?

Everything around us is in duality: everything has a contrast:
good # evil, day # night, hot # cold. In order to know what’s good,
we need to experience evil, so evil is necessary to know good. In
order to distinguish good from evil and follow good, we need to
have freedom of choice. If there was no chance to choose evil,
there would be no real freedom. Since we have freedom, there
must be a system of accountability. Since there is a system of
accountability, and justice isn’t always served in this life, there
must be another life for holding all creatures accountable. So, there
must be a day-after. Accountability and having a day-after for
fulfilling justice implies that there must be a judge. This judge
should be perfect, all-knowing, powerful, above all, and
everlasting, which is God. So, God exists. The day-after exists.
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15. How come Islam speaks of love of God and fearing Him?
Isn’t it contradictory?

The relationship with God is like a bird with two wings, one
wing 1s love and the other is fear. Thus, man should achieve a
balance between his love to God and fearing Him at the same time.
It is a complementary relationship, not contradictory. Love of God
encourages man to worship Him, which should be the general
condition. And when sin tempts man, which is an exceptional
situation, fear of God comes to protect man from committing
mistakes. This is the balance to be achieved. Absence of love leads
to a dry relationship, and absence of fear leads to greed and
complacency.
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16. How do you prove that the Quran is the word of God the
same as inspired?

The original version of the Quran, which is exactly the same
as the rest of all the books of the Quran all over the world, still
exists in a museum in Istanbul, Turkey, and there is another
identical one in Tashkent. Also, the Quran speaks of unseen events
in the future that no human being could have known it unless
informed by God, as well as scientific facts and inventions that



have been proven empirically with modern technology, such as
stages of a life of fetus, phases of agricultural growth, weather and
seasonal phenomenon. Additionally, there are verses in the Quran
that are challenging, such as when God blamed the Prophet for not
talking to a blind person, when God instructed him not to marry
again, and when He instructed him not to adopt. They couldn’t
have been invented by the Prophet.
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17. If the Quran contains the best solutions, how come Muslims
are is such a bad shape?

It is because Muslims are NOT following the Quran! Had
they been living according to the Quran, they would have
succeeded. The evidence is that when they used to live according
to the Quran and the Sunnah, their civilization reached great
success in all aspects, socially and economically, both on the
individual level and as a group.
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18. Why doesn’t God answer all prayers?

Because not all prayers of man are in his interest. Some of
man’s requests are harmful to him, or it is not the good time for it
in his life and he doesn’t know it. God knows the future and He
chooses for man the best choices in the best timing, so He either
postpones a request or gives man some merits instead. This is why
we need to trust God enough to know that His choices for us are
the best that suite us.
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19. Why did Muslims feel offended by the Danish cartoons,
even though it is based on freedom of speech?

Freedom of speech does not come without responsibility. A
person’s freedom of speech ends where the freedom of another
starts. People in the West mock even Jesus, but it doesn’t give them
the right to disrespect important figures of other nations. The West
was desensitized by the media so that they have come to refuse to
consider anything sacred, even entities important to other nations.
But if so, is the case, how come Prince William of Wales felt
offended when pictures of his wife in bathing-suit were published?
And why is denying or even criticizing the Holocaust illegal in
some European countries? This is double standards.
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20. Why does Islam have compulsion?

This question rests on a misconception. Islam doesn’t have
compulsion. In fact, it is built on freedom of choice, even a choice
to believe or not to believe. The belief that is in the heart is the one
that is accepted, not the one that is forced upon man.
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21. How come you speak of freedom of choice while speaking of
fate?

In Islam, there is no contradiction between freedom of will
and fate. Man has the freedom to choose how to act and will
consequently be judged, so he is responsible for his behavior. Fate
refers to the issues in man’s life in which man has no ability of
changing, such as his roots, his family, etc. As for things that can
actually be changed by man, these are what man has freedom of
choice over and will be held accountable for.
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22. Have you become a Muslim by choice?

No. I was born Muslim. However, when I grew up, I confirmed
my choice to remain Muslim.
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23. What is the Islamic version of salvation?

The Islamic version of salvation is not about who man is, but
about the faith in his heart and his actions that prove it. One’s
actions and choices in life determine his destiny of a perpetual
heaven or hell, not merely belonging to a certain group.
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24. Did Islam start slavery? And why didn’t it eradicate slavery
all together?

Islam did not start slavery. Slavery started at the times of
Greeks and Romans. Slavery was deeply rooted in all societies, and
in order to get rid of it systematically, Islam applied a 2-step
gradual plan: 1- to close all means leading to new slaves except for
war (because of exchange of prisoners), 2- to make it an atonement
for sins, such as mistaken killing, abandoning wife and false oath.
Nowadays, countries of Muslims rarely have slaves, whereas the
west has invented new forms of slavery: sweatshops (workers not
paid living wages and put in inhuman conditions), enslaving people
of Africa, human trafficking, pimping women/children for sexual
abuse, etc.
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25. What is the Islamic view of a person finishing his own life?

God is the Creator of man and He is his Founder on earth for a
purpose. This purpose is for man to choose the love of God,
obeying Him and good behavior for a relatively short while
(worldly life). Thus man would have achieved the purpose and
deserved to be rewarded by moving into another life of perpetual
closeness to God in bliss. Suicide means that man is not patient to
wait until his one and only short chance finishes naturally, which
has been given to him to prove worthy of everlasting paradise. It
means man has preferred to give up and to lose hope in God’s
power of improvement of life conditions. In fact, it is doubt in God,
rejection of the whole test and refusing to call upon God in request
of help out of arrogance. It’s lack of faith and trust. Therefore,
suicide is completely forbidden.
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26. Why is there evil on earth?

Because life on earth is a test for man to freely choose good
over evil. In order to have a fair test, man needs to have the free
will that enables him to choose both: good and evil. Had man not
been given the ability to choose either, the test would not be
reasonable or fair. Therefore, the choice of evil must be available
next to virtue. This means that there will be people who make
correct good choices, and there will be others who choose evil, and
both parties will find fair consequences.
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Prophets Mohamed & Jesus (pbut)

27. Who is Mohamed?

Mohamed (pbuh) is the continuation of the series of messengers
sent by God to convey to people the heavenly message of the unity of
God. Prophet Mohammed is the son of an ancient pure Arab family.
He became an orphan at an early age and worked to help in
supporting his family. As a young man, and due to his good
character, he was known as "the honest and truthful one". A thorough
study of his life and behavior shows that he was about morals,
mercy, moderation, kindness, abstinence and total devotion to God.
His greatest concern was delivering the message of God with
patience and wisdom, so he lived as simple as possible, without
keeping any of the materialistic possessions that came his way. His
words and actions are the second source of Islamic Law after the
Quran, since his life was a practical application of the Quran and a
revelation from God to make him a role model.
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28. How come your prophet had many wives?

All his marriages were for certain purposes, some of them
were for an educational reason to teach people about Islam,
especially women affairs, family, raising up children, and daily life
(his young brilliant wife Aisha Bint AbiBakr). One of his
marriages was for fixing a certain new law such as adoption
(Zainab). Another was for a social reason (Hafsa Bint Omar), or
for financial provision of a poor widow with orphans (Sawda Bint
Zamaa). Other wives were for political reasons of bringing tribes
together (Om Habiba Bint AbiSufian), while his marriage of a
Christian (Maria) and a Jewish lady (Safia Bint Huyai) was for
bringing people of these religions to Islam. It is Also worth noting
that all his marriages were after the age of 50, except for his first
marriage to Khadija, with whom he spent 25 years alone.
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29. Why did your prophet marry a 9-year-old girl?

At the time of the Prophet and the hot area he lived in, girls
reached puberty earlier than in cold areas. Will Durant, a Western
historian, says in his “Story of Civilization” that girls in hot
weathered areas become able to marry by the age of eight. Karen
Armstrong wrote in her “The Prophet Muhamad Biography” that
the betrothal of Mohamed and Aisha was a perfectly normal event,
not strange at all, as girls in that society used to get betrothed even
younger than Aisha. In fact, when he proposed to her, she had
been previously requested for marriage twice. In the 12" Century,
Queen Joanna of Sicily got married at the age of 11. In the 14™
Century, Queen Elizabeth got married at the age of 8. The age of
marriage in old western societies till 1880 was 12 in Spain and
Canada, 10 in Arizona and Montana. Thus, the age of puberty
changed based on time and place, and it would not be fair to
compare such an age with that of our time or places in today’s
world. In Islam, no specific age had been identified for marriage,
instead, it placed certain criteria for marriage that are applicable at
any place any time. A major rule is “Do no harm in any way”, so if
the marriage is harmful to either of the two in any way, it is not
allowed. It is worth mentioning that when Aisha was given the
choice to leave the Prophet, when his wives complained from
poverty, she and other wives refused to leave him.
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30. Do you supplicate to God by use of your prophet as a
mediator?

No, we don’t use the prophet as a mediator. We can
supplicate to Allah immediately without someone in between. This
is what He urged us to do: to call upon Him directly and He would
hear our prayers and answer them.
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31. Why did your prophet ask you to love him?

Because he wants us to obey God in the best and easiest way.
It is easier to follow someone when we love him. We love the
prophet pbuh for perfectly conveying the message, for caring so
much about all humanity, and for his good manners. We believe
that everything he did is an example for man to follow. God wants
us to love him so it becomes easy to follow him and do the right
actions as he did. Despite his high status, he remained humble and

modest.
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32. Why don't you believe that Jesus is the son of God?

Because God is not supposed to be like people, in need of a
family or an heir. God has Godly characteristics of needing no
one. He is the Complete One without a wife or an offspring,
whereas human beings need each other, and if God needed a son,
He wouldn’t be a God anymore.
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33. What is the status of Jesus in Islam?

Jesus is the Word of God. Like prophet Mohammed and all
other heavenly prophets, peace be upon them, Jesus is a prophet
and a messenger from God to free people from the worship of any
other god but God. He was born to Virgin Merry, miraculously
without a father. He was sent to deliver the message of the unity of
God to his people, the Jews. The Holy book revealed to him was
the Bible. Believing in Jesus, his message, and his book is a must



for Muslims; otherwise, their faith remains incomplete. Since
Christianity and Islam, as well as Judaism, are three religions from
the same source, they all have many things in common, especially
in creed, and differences among the three are in practices of faith.
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Final Destination: Heaven and Hell

34. Will non-Muslims be accepted by God in paradise?

It depends on the faith of each person in God and Paradise.
Based on one’s own actions Allah will decide. People do not judge
people, God only the one who judge.
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35. What would become of people who never heard of religion?

God is just and He will not question those who never heard of
religion the same way He questions those who have knowledge.
God judges based on ability and knowledge of man. If one doesn’t
know, or if one’s ability to grasp the truth was nullified, he won’t
be questioned.
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36. If God planned all, why does he reward/ punish you?

God did not plan actions of people, but He knows about it all
beforehand. The Knowledge of God is omniscient, but not binding.
This means that God knows beforehand how we will behave and
choose actions, but He doesn’t impose these actions on us. Otherwise,
if there had been no freedom of choice, there should not be
accountability nor a day of judgement. God knows because He is an
expert in knowing each and every single person of us, and He already
knows how we will choose, and He leaves us to act as we choose.
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37. Is paradise only for Muslims?

The word “Muslims” means all those who believe in
monotheism, and this is known as heavenly religions: Judaism,
Christianity and Islam. Thus, paradise is for all those who
acknowledge God. It is only God who knows who deserves
paradise or not.
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38. Do heaven and hell exist? prove it.

Yes, Muslims believe that both heaven and hell exist, based
on a simple fact: the most beautiful complicated universe could not
have been created in vain or for no purpose. It doesn’t make any
sense that the One who made the incredibly detailed balanced
intermingled systems of a universe, has done this without a reason.



Absurdity doesn’t match with divinity, so, God must have planned
to have a final chapter for unfinished businesses that end with
death. There must be another life where justice is served and all
cases are closed justly. Thus, there must be a day of judgement, in
which there is reward for good doers and punishment for wrong
doers, which is a form of heaven and hell. Afterall, not seeing
something does not prove it doesn’t exist! Not seeing electricity
does not prove it doesn’t exist.
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39. Do I deserve to go to hell just because I don’t believe in
God? Why?

In Islam, one has complete freedom to believe or not to
believe. Belief is in the heart, so no human being can know or
judge another. Eventually, it is only God who judges each of us.
Belief in God is a condition for going to paradise because He
created it for believers. If one doesn’t believe in God, how come
one has the right to request to enter His paradise?
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40. What do you think of those who don’t believe in all
prophets?

We have no right to think of those who don’t believe
anything. It is their freedom, so we are obliged to respect them and
we have no right to oblige them or hold them accountable for their
beliefs. It is only God who has the right to question all of us.
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41. What would one get if he accepts Islam?

One would get peace of heart and mind in this life, and
paradise in the afterlife.
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42. If God is so merciful, why doesn’t He send us all to
paradise?

Because if He sends us all to paradise, it wouldn’t be fair! Not
all people are resisting evil; not all people are well-behaving, so
making them equally rewarded with those who resisted evil’s
temptation is not fair. Hitler should not be treated the same as
Abraham!
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43. If man in paradise get many wives, what is left for women?

People in paradise get whatever they each desire, whether they
were men or women. So, women also get whatever they wish for.
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44. If God already knows who among us would go to heaven or
hell, why doesn’t He just put us there?

Because He wants man to go through life and have the chance
to choose whatever, so that when man finds himself in heaven or
hell, he wouldn’t say to God you didn’t give me the chance to
change my fate. Life is man’s chance to act according to his free
will choices, so he would know the reasons behind his own destiny.
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45. How can burning someone in hell for eternity be merciful?

Despite the fact that mercy of God encompasses everything
and everyone, yet it doesn’t cancel justice. Justice entails that each
person gets the results of own actions and choices. He who chooses
to remain away from sins has resisted his lower self, the
temptations in life, the whispering of Satan, and his own whims.
He has also fought his ego and submitted to God admitting His
holiness. Thus, as a result to the efforts exerted by this person, it
will not be fair to treat him equally with another person who has
failed in resisting himself, surrendered to temptation, responded to
Satan and enlarged his ego enough to reject God’s holiness.
Receiving consequences of choices is only fair. Nevertheless, God
saves from hellfire those who have acknowledged his holiness at
least once. The ones who remain in hell forever are only those who
rejected God, prophets, holy books, and their inner instinct that
used to point at the Creator. Those have refused to do the one thing
that God demanded, acknowledgement of Him as the only God. So,
how do they expect mercy from God while they deny His
existence?
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Islam and other Religions:

46. What is Islam?

Islam is the third heavenly religion calling for the unity of
God, as it is a continuation of Judaism and Christianity speaking of
the same basic message of submission to one God. Islam calls for
the freedom of man, justice and mercy. Islam is a moderate religion
that aims at introducing man to God in order to give man a way of
a successful journey in this life and the afterlife as well.
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47. Is Islam opposed to modernity?

If modernity is the natural changes in life that occur as a result
of the passing of time and development in conditions, it would be
unsensible to opposed the inevitable. But, if it means forgetting the
past history with all its lessons learnt, it would be recklessly
impetuous. Modernity is the normal path that occurs with the
passing of time, yet Islam believes that civilization is built by
accumulating the lessons that humanity learns, so these lessons
should be kept alive and used as basis for development.
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48. Is Islam a political movement or an ideology?

Islam is neither a political movement nor an ideology. A
political movement usually aims at leading people and land and
maintaining this belonging to the leaders of these people. As for
Islam, when it is embraced by nations, their leaders, land and
belonging is kept with its leaders, but with the ability to inform
people about the message of God and then to leave them to decide
for themselves. History is full of situations in which people were
informed of the message then were left to choose, and the army
power was never used but in case of denying freedom of delivery
of the message or aggression. As for ideology, it is rules that were
put by scientists of philosophy and politics in order to lead people,
but Islam is a Godly system stated by God in order to organize the
life of individuals and nations, and to enable them succeed in the
afterlife. So, Islam is neither a political movement nor an ideology.
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49. Is Islam superior to Judaism and Christianity?

No, all heavenly religions are from the same source, Allah.
Islam 1s the latest “version” continuing the same principle of
monotheism.
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50. Was Islam spread by the Sword?

No, it wasn’t. Wars in Early Islamic Times:

2) Islam has spread
in many countries in the past without an army or battles but
because of dealing with Muslim merchants and researchers,
such as Malaysia and Indonesia. There are countries that don’t
even have borders with Muslims, yet Islam spread in it through
travelers: Japan and China.

3) Many people of Muslim countries remained non-Muslims, as
they wished, even until today, living in harmony because Islam
respected people’s freedom of choice, such as Coptic Christians
and Arab Jews in Egypt, Jerusalem, Syria, Lebanon, Jordan,
Iraq, Turkey, even India.



4) At the present, many people are becoming Muslim in the West,
making Islam the fastest growing religion, without any army or
sword, such as Europe, Africa, USA, etc.

5) Muslims ruled Spain for about 800 years, even though Muslims
in Spain never used the sword to force the people to convert.
Later the Christian Crusaders came to Spain and wiped out the
Muslims. There was not a single Muslim spared in Spain.

6) At the time of the prophet, the rules of commencing hostility
were as in the shown chart. This means that Muslims never
commended fighting but either when being denied freedom of
speech and delivery of message to people, for self-defense, or
for maintaining peace and justice.

7) The rules of engagement: Prophet Mohamed pbuh is the first to
give orders to his army with ethics and code of conduct during war
as presented in the blue table. This means that killing and use of
sword was never without governing instructions. This is because,
in Islam, killing one innocent person equals killing all humanity.

51. How come there are many sects of Islam?

There are no sects in Islam, there are sects of Muslims that
were made for political reasons, not religious ones. Islam is one,
not many.
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52. Why can’t Muslims follow the prevailing religion?

Because there is a possibility that prevailing groups can be
misguided. We, as individuals, have been given sound minds and
hearts and we were requested to use them to find truth, not
necessarily what majorities follow. Throughout history, many
majorities turned out to be erroneous, especially due to media. As
for Muslims, they are to remain Muslims in whatever societies they
stay at. They are still required to follow their own religion without
harming or imposing it on others. At the same time, Muslims
integrate with all prevailing cultures except for the practices that go
against the principles of Islam.

53. Who speaks for Islam out of the many sects of Muslims?

The Holy Quran and the biography of the life of the prophet
are the only sources that speak out for Islam. All those who speak
against it, speak only for themselves.
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54. Is it true that Islamic law dictates killing the one who
abandons Islam?

If a Muslim abandons Islam while being a well-balanced
adult, after knowing and practicing rituals and worship, then firstly,
it should be made sure that none of the excuses apply to him:
ignorance, misinterpretation of Sharia, being forced into it, or by
mistake, thus he is not an apostate. Also, if a person keeps his
beliefs to himself, doesn’t announce or advocates it, he would be
free as long as he would not influence others. His beliefs are in his
heart, so he’s free.

But if an apostate insists on advertising his beliefs it means
that he has interfered in the freedom of others by raising their
doubts in religion and it becomes imperative that leaders of the
society stop him. Apostacy has forms: in belief, in words, in action,
and in leaving rituals. In any form, an apostate is requested to
explain to experts and discuss the reasons that led him to abandon
Islam. After three days of discussion, either he agrees to go back to
religion, or he would be treated as a turncoat. Such a person would
be a threat to society because if he promotes disbelief without
consequences, the impact on him and on those around him would
be watering down of religion. Little would he impact strong
believers, but not all Muslims have the strong belief; some of them
are easy to guide and can be influenced easily and they should be
protected. In fact, pretending to be faithful and going back to
abandon religion was a means that Jews of Medina used against
Islam in its early days. Therefore, it should not go undealt with, and
this is the only situation when a person gets himself deserving
death penalty.
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55. Are you happy to be a Muslim? Why?

I’m very happy, I gratefully thank God for being a Muslim.
Yet, I need to continue to learn to increase my knowledge of God
and achieve my life goal of being a strong believer. I’'m also
promised that I will have a perpetual life in paradise in the
hereafter.
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56. How come you say that the companions of your prophet
were perfect, yet they killed each other?

They were truly the best of people in their ethics and religious
piety, and they did not kill each other. The ones killed of them were
killed by others who have little faith, not among them. The
companions’ way of dealing with each other was idealistically
altruistic. But the devilish elements got into their society exactly as
has been happening in all nations since the time of Adam and his
Abel and Cain.
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57. Can you summarize Islam in 5 minutes?
Islam is about 9 points:

1- Belief in one God: with no other partner. He is the One and
only all-knowing omnipotent Creator, Sustainer, and Judge, who
is called in Arabic: Allah. He is the same God of all heavenly
religions.

2- Mohamed is the last messenger of God to humanity, whose
detailed life is an example to follow.

3- The Quran is the holy book revealed from God to Mohamed to
give a way of life to humanity.

4- Mercy & forgiveness: A true Muslim lives in serenity despite
difficulties, because forgiveness is the essence of God’s
behavior with man, not His wrath.

5- Knowledge: a major value that man seeks in order to improve
life and serve God’s creation.

6- Equality & justice: All people are equal, regardless of all
aspects. All have rights and obligations.

7- Accountability on the day of judgment: After man dies, his
body perishes but his soul is sent back to its Creator for being
held accountable for every bit of his choices and actions.

8- Women are equal to men. They have the same life-goal, and
similar rights and obligations. Family is cherished and protected.

9- Heavenly Religions: Judaism, Christianity and Islam are three
heavenly religions coming from the same source and with one
message: helping humanity know God and live successfully.
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Man & woman/Marriage & divorce:

58. Why do you separate men from women in gathering?

Men and women can interact in society normally with
conditions. A woman should be wearing her hijab in modesty in the
presence of the men whom she can marry. Another condition is that
a man and a woman should not remain alone. Otherwise, men and
women can meet in public, speak of professional matters as
necessary, practice work and do regular activities.
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59. Western women are empowered by their sexuality and
beauty. Why is it that Islam disempowers women by
forbidding them to show their beauty?

Empowerment through sexuality and body beauty is subject to
fading with age. Beauty of body has become an essential part of
western women’s identity. As beauty goes away due to age, they
lose power and become neglected. As for Muslim women, both
sources of beauty are available in them: they are empowered by
their body power in approved halal environments, and they are also
empowered by their inner strength and value as an honored person,
which doesn’t fade away with age, they are still respected and
empowered.
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60. Do women go to bed in their hijabs?

No, they don’t wear their hijabs all the time. They wear it only
when there are men whom they can marry, i.e., not mahrams.
Mahrams, such as fathers, brothers, are the people who can’t marry
a woman, and women do not wear their hijab in their presence. So,
when hijabi women get proposed to, they know it is based on their
personality, not beauty alone. In principle, hijab aims at expressing
and notifying others about a woman’s choices and chastity, and
protecting her from those who may wish to harm her in any way. In
the Quran: “Oh Prophet, tell your wives and daughters and faithful
women to bring down their head cover on their chests, this is lest
they get recognized and hurt” (AlAhzab 59).
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61. How come your prophet says that women are less intelligent
than men?

The Prophet did not say that Women are less intelligent, in
fact he expressed wonder that women, who are weaker in body
than men, can actually win over the most wise and intelligent of
men! He said this expression to women in a sense of humor while
he was congratulating them on the occasion of the Eid, so it wasn’t
in a sense of a factual report.
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62. Is there hijab from men? Why not?

Men do not have to cover their hair, yet it is recommended to
wear a cap or anything that covers the head for protection. Hijab is
to cover attractive body parts. So, both men and women are
required to wear decent clothing that do not show attractive body
parts. Women specifically are required to cover their bodies with
loose clothes that don’t show body curves and hair, since women
are more attractive and men are usually more attracted to them.
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63. How do you describe a righteous Muslim woman?

A woman who has purity and love of God and His Prophet
pbuh. She keeps to herself; she is obedient to Him in outer looks, her
inner beliefs, and her good behavior towards God and all people.
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64. Do Muslim Women have the right to own & manage money?

Women in Islam have full right to own and manage their
properties freely, without the need for permission. In fact, they
have more financial security than men, since men are obliged to
provide for women based on kinship. Women are not obliged to
spend their money of themselves or their household. Women are
entitled to financial support during marriage, her 'lddah (waiting
period after divorce), and even for child support, while they
manage their properties. Women are not to worry about earning
money, but rather they focus on self and children education and
caring for their families.
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65. Can a Muslim have a girlfriend or a date?

In Islam, the relationship between man and woman is sacred
enough to be organized. Islam does not approve of intimate mixing of
sexes and forbids premarital or extramarital sex. It encourages
marriage as a shield to such diversion and as a means of having mutual
love and mercy and keeping society healthy. Islam acknowledges the
attraction between man and woman but arranges satisfying this desire
within one channel, marriage. This way, being faced with one’s
responsibilities keeps rights observed, and preserves energy over
finding suitable life spouses. So, matchlng couples is done in a clean
context that leads to responsible marriage, not just satisfying of desires.
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66. Why do Muslim men oppress women?

Oppression of women is done by men in many countries
around the world. It’s an issue of men in general being stronger in
powerful positions, not Muslims.
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67. How come divorce is allowed in Islam?

Divorce is the last solution once the couple decide that they
need to separate. Though it is not favorable, yet sometimes,
separation becomes the only solution. It should be done according
to certain rules that consider the interests of all members of the
family, including children, justly and peacefully. Unjust practices
are against Islam.

68. Why can men divorce women but not the opposite?

In Islam, women can also divorce men legally in court. Unlike
men, it is not by the word of divorce, since women are more
emotional than men and may use the word of divorce while not

really meaning it.
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69. s a Muslim woman allowed to get pregnant artificially?

Yes, as long as the sperm is from the husband. It is for
keeping correct lineage and family connections.
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70. Why can’t men wear gold pieces?

According to Islamic doctrines, the use of gold for men has
been banned. Muslims believe that any practice that is
recommended in Islam is useful, while banned practices are
harmful, even though reasons may not be specified. In the case of
forbidden golden pieces, one of the reasons is the fact that use of
gold and silver glassware was has impact on people’s feelings of
superiority and arrogance. Even though we don’t know more about
the reasons, our men obey the ruling as instructed by Allah.
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71. Why aren’t women allowed to wear perfume?

Women are allowed to wear perfume unless it is in the
presence of non-mahram men. This is due to the fact that perfume
of women has an impact on men’s sexual desire. One of the
measures used in Islam for protecting society from illegal
relationships is to stop introductions of such relations. Women’s
beautifying means are allowed only in the presence of mahrams.

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72. Why do Muslim men have to be circumcised?

It is one of the cleansing and healthy habits from the time of
Adam pbuh. Ibrahim and his sons are known to be circumcised. It
reduces the chance of having infections and sexual diseases. Thus,
it was the practice for all prophets.

73. Isn’t a marriage dowry insulting to women?

No, because a dowry is not a “price”. It is merely a gift to
please the bride and to make her happy as she leaves the home of
her childhood to her husband’s.
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74. Why do women have to take men’s permission before
travelling?

It is not permission in the sense of incarceration, but it is a
notification of her whereabouts for resting assured of her safety. It
is not by any man in the family, but the one who is responsible for
her protection, such as the husband or the father. Requesting
permission is a normal practice between husband and wife. The
Prophet pbuh used to take his wife Aisha’s permission before he
went for midnight prayers, and she used to reply to him: I would
rather your preference to mine.
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75. Why does Islam oppress women?

Islam does not oppress women, in fact, Islam gives women all
their rights, including the right of equality with men. Before Islam,
women were oppressed by all nations: they had no value, no rights,
no property; women were objectified, sexualized, and strived of
basic rights. The west is still treating women as such. Equality in
the west means sameness, which means burdening women with
responsibilities of men in addition to these of women; so, a woman
has financial obligations in addition to her housework. Equality in
Islam means complementation, which is equality in human and
spiritual value but with duties that differ according to
characteristics. Thus, women in Islam don’t lose their femininity,
nor run after obtaining masculinity; they complement men.
Oppression in all its forms is forbidden and punishable against both
man and woman.
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76. Why can't two people have different faith and marry?

They can! Actually, it is allowed for a Muslim man to marry a
woman from another heavenly religion, and he is not allowed to force
her to change her religion. What is forbidden is that a Muslim woman
marries a non-Muslim man, since he would have the ability of forcing
her into changing her religion, and she won’t have the freedom to
raise her children on her religion. (Check out the next question).
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77. Why is it acceptable for a Muslim man to marry a Christian
woman, but not the opposite?

Because Islam obligates men to give women certain rights, but
Christianity does not give the same rights to women, which are:
1- to treat her kindly in all cases, 2- to facilitate her knowledge, 3-
to financially support her, 4- to give her dowry, 5- Not to take her
money, 6- to provide her with good housing, 7- to honor her in
dispute, 8- to enable her practice her beliefs and not to prevent her
from mosques, 9- to consult her in issues of her daughter, 10- to
give her divorce if she requests it, 11- to give her inheritance.

78. How do you look and deal with women who don’t wear
Hijab?
We look at such women the same as any other women: with
respect. Even though wearing hijab is better on the social level, yet
it is a matter of personal choice. However, there are people who are

bias and may behave improperly, so bad behavior exists though it
is not correct and will be punished by God due to being unjust.
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79. Why do Muslim women inherit half of the amount that is
inherited by men?

Women inheriting half of what men inherit is not a general
rule, but actually one out of many other family cases. There are
other family cases in which men inherit half of women’s
inheritance. Also, women are not obliged to spend money on men,
whereas men are responsible to provide for women financially.
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80. Why is man placed as the leader of family in Islam?

In Islam, life of man and woman in a family is a balance
between the two of them. They complement each other: he is the
leader of outdoors matters and she is the manager of indoors
matters. The leadership that is given to men is that of the
responsibility of providing for the family, not that of honor or
preference. Women are responsible for supervising indoors tasks,
raising up the new generation, and managing household issues
including budget organization. The Prophet (pbuh) used to give
each of his wives the monthly house budget and each would
manage her house affairs.
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81. How come you allow one man to marry more than one
woman?

Islam defines marriage as the connection between one man
and one woman. This is the general rule for a family that is
recommended in the Quran. However, polygamy is permissible, not
an injunction. There are exceptional situations that need solutions
for societies and individuals, not to satisfy lust but for the welfare
of widows and war orphans. For example, in times of war when
numbers of men become much less than women, polygamy
becomes a necessity for reproduction and continuation of society,
which was the case in Germany after WWIL Also, when
individuals are going through abnormal situations, polygamy is
better than separation, such as a situation of a barren wife. Of
course, we will find cases of abuse and injustice, yet, these don’t
represent the rule nor justify out-of-marriage relationships.
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82. Is it true that you take the testimony of 2 women as that of
1 man?

This is only in economic matters, debts and market, since men
are more exposed to the environment that gives them experience in
these matters more than women. As for family matters, children,



breastfeeding and such matters, the testimony of a woman is
enough whereas a man’s testimony is not considered, due to his
lack of experience in these matters. But still, in case when a woman
is experienced in economy, her testimony equals that of man, such
as Al-Shifa bint Abdullah, a woman who was appointed as the
market observer at the time of Omar Bin Al-Khattab.

83. Why is family so important in Islam?

Families provide what is needed by individuals and groups of
people as well. Man, individually, is a social being and therefore,
flourishes much more when placed in a suitable group of
individuals. Individuals need love, warmth, support and sharing,
which is given in a family, and these are the sources of motivation
that give man reasons and stamina to continue the struggle of life.
Families together also develop as they learn from each other and
cooperate with each other. This is how societies advance.

84. Why can’t women lead men in prayer?

Because prayer in Islam is not just supplication, but it has
movement, standing, bowing, sitting and prostration, and it is not
appropriate for a man to keep observing the movement of a woman
while he is trying to focus on serenity and speaking with God. A
woman’s body is attractive to men and in order to keep men busy
with the feelings of awe and focus on prayer, women’s standing
lines were arranged behind those of men, and the Athan is made in
the voice of a man.
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85. How do Muslims define modesty of a woman?

Muslims define modesty as the shyness of a woman when eyes
stare at her in general, and in particular the eyes of men. Decency and
prudery are her aim of covering her body with loose and unrevealing
clothes in order to avoid observant eyes, especially those of non-
mahrams (the ones she could marry) (please check question 60).

86. Do you think that LGBTQIA have no rights?

Of course, they have the same rights as any citizen in their
societies. They also have obligations towards society, including
adhering to this society’s norms. In Western societies, LGBTQIA
is not against the norm, so a Muslim doesn’t have the right to
object. As for societies with Muslim majority, homosexuality is
considered abnormal that needs psychological or medical treatment
and it is not allowed to be promoted or expressed in this society.
Those citizens who wish to remain in this society are to respect its
norms, or to leave it.
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87. What’s wrong with two adults practicing homosexuality, as
long as they are doing something that is not harmful to
others?

Islam has preserved individuals from all aspects: physically,
psychologically, and mentally, and man is not given the freedom to
alter own body and make changes unless in medical necessities.
Man is not an island that is living alone in the ocean. Man lives in
groups called societies, in which he affects and gets affected. If
man wants to practice any activity completely on his own, he has
the freewill, as well as being held responsible for his choices and



their results. But once man goes out where society can see him and
get influenced by him, he would be interacting with it and
impacting it with values in his actions. Many people consider
homosexuality as an abnormality that confuses society and damages
its normal system, and they should not be denied this freedom of
belief. Until the 60s of the 20™ century, homosexuality was
considered a mental disease. Due to repetition, it gradually became
acceptable, especially with the fashionable “personal freedom” calls,
even though it is damaging freedom of others in the same society and
affecting them; the proof of its effect is that it is increasing! It is only
fair to explain that in our time, homosexuality has many kinds and
each of them has its own ruling. One of its kinds, for example, is mere
illusion under the influences of media, and the ruling for it is just
education. As for practicing homosexuals, it is to be clear that every
sexual relationship that differs from the regular marriage between
man and woman is not Islamic.

88. Why do you hate the LGBTQIA community?

We don’t hate them at all, but we hate the action of
homosexuality, because in Islam, it is against natural instinct. But
at the end of the day, every person is free to choose and do
whatever he/she pleases and will face consequences in this life and
the afterlife. However, as we don’t have the right to impose our
opinion on anyone, no one e¢lse has the right to impose other
opinions on us. So, if the LGBTQIA community intends to impact
us or our children, who are under our guardianship, in any way it
would not be fair. Freedom of choice has equal ends and accepts no

double standards.
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Violence and Jihad: ;L4319 ozl

89. Is it true that Muslims solve all problems violently?

No, it’s not true. This is among the mistaken perceptions
about Islam. In fact, in Islam, peace is an essential goal, while
violence is never promoted unless for self-defense. The Prophet
says that “All that includes tenderness is well-balanced, and all that
lacks tenderness is bad.” And the Quran instructs as about enemies:
“If they resort to peace, you must take it”. So, Pease is the general
rule, unless others resort to violence, then we self-defend. The
violence that is used by extremists is for political reasons, not for
religious reasons, and promoted by media to create misconceptions.
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90. Why do you say Muslims are the best nation and deny it on
Jews?

We have been told by Allah in the Quran that we are the best
nation, but ONLY if we fulfill the condition of enjoining good and
forbidding evil. If we don’t, we are not the best nation.
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91. What is the concept of Jihad in Islam?

Jihad 1n Islam 1s in two kinds: 1- The Greater Jihad, which is
self-disciplining and development against bad traits and evil, 2-
The Smaller Jihad, which is to self-defend against aggression or to
defend a wronged person (s) requesting help. The latter kind had
rules that should be observed prior to occurrence (conditions),
during it (commencing hostility laws) and after (treatment of
prisoners of war).
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92. Is it true that a good Muslim is an extremist?

Extremism is rejected in Islam. An extremist is not a good
Muslim because a Muslim should be reasonable, forgiving, easy-
going and is not allowed to take the life of anyone. Muhammed
(PBUH) was kind, lenient, balanced, and respectful of other people’s
freedom of choice. Extremism is an eccentric behavior that can be
found in all religions and political groups of people: there are
Christian extremists (KKK), Jewish extremists (Kabala), etc.
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93. Why can’t Muslims live peacefully with Jews?

Actually, Muslims can live peacefully with Jews, and they
have done as such during the years of 11V1ng together in 'the golden
years of Muslims from the 8™ till the 15" century CE. The problem
nowadays is not between Muslims and Jews, but between Zionists
and those living in Palestine because they wish to take their land
and kick them out. It is for political, not religious, reasons.
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94. If you Muslims had power and someone attacked you like
in 9-11, how would you react?

We would be very sad, the same as happened to American
people. Then we would try to find the reason behind this incident.
Usually, people have friendly feelings for each other, unless there
are specific reasons, such as wrongdoing, injustice and
colonization.
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95. Why should there be religion, since it is the reason behind
all wars and bloodshed over history?

Religion is not the reason behind wars, it is politics that is
causing all wars, e.g. WWI and WWII in which about 100 million
people were killed. In the 20" century, all wars were among
ideologies for nationalism, the modern form of tribalism. Religion is
responding to a human need for a supreme being and a life organizing
system. Throughout history, man has always searched for a supreme
being to turn to with supplication and a meaningful reason for man’s
existence and creation. Religion is a life-system that is put by
someone who is an expert in what is useful to man and what is
harmful. In order to put a realistic flawless and just life-system, this

“someone” should be omniscient (all-knowing), omnipotent (able to
do all), everlasting (beyond time), and omnipresent (beyond space).
There 1s no one as such but God, and religion is His life-system that is
most needed by man to live successﬁJlly
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96. Why is Islam at war and conflict with other countries?

Islam is not at war with any country. All conflicts in the past
and the present are of political and national origins and purposes,
not religion.
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97. If Muslims are good people, why did God give technological
development to the West?

Allah is just. When any person works hard, he gets the fruits
of hard work, even if he is not a believer. When the west works
hard for technological development, they get their just result.
Muslim are not giving it much attention, so their technological
development is weak.
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98. How do you explain the verse “Fight the disbelievers” to
non-Muslims?

This verse is not general. It is addressing a specific situation at
the time of the Prophet pbuh. The verse has a continuation: “Fight
the disbelievers all together as they fight you all together”. (Al-
Tawba 36). It is about the incident when people of Al-Taef,
Hawazen and Thaqeef gathered against Muslims and initiated
hostility, so God is ordering Muslims to stay firm, face disbelievers,

and defend themselves.
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99. Why are there only a few scientists in the Muslim world?

What do you mean by “a few” (terminology)? This is an
assumption, not true. Nowadays, we have many Muslim scientists
all around the world. When our people travel, they flourished with
the presence of means of innovation. Islam does not forbid
education or science, actually it encourages all knowledge, but
subsequent wars and colonization affected the educational and
economic systems in Muslim countries.
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100. How does Islam integrate with science?

Islam obliges Muslims to seek all sorts of useful knowledge
and science. In fact, the first word revealed upon Prophet
Mohamed pbuh was “Read” and a third of the Quran promotes
scientific research and subjective study of the world. Seeking
knowledge is considered a religious duty, even if found far away,
while withholding knowledge is a sin. The Golden Muslim
historical period was between the 8™ and 15 century, which gave
the world the seeds to be used for innovation and technology. The
first motivation of scientific knowledge was to fulfill religious
requirements, such as knowing directions and times for performing
prayer, identifying dates for fasting Ramadan, and studying
astronomy in order to set Hijri calendar. This and more led
Muslims to be interested in studying astronomy, mechanics, visual
physics, spherical trigonometry, algebra, geography, mapping, and
navigational instruments. In turn, it led them to invent many useful
items such as soap, perfumes, surgical tools, hollow needles,
forceps, and absorbable sutures of catgut. Also, according to Bruno



Guiderdoni, the Director of the French National Research Center in
Paris, the first university was established in 859 CE in Fass,
Morocco, by a young princess: Fatima Farhi. Knowledge in Islam
i1s a means not a goal, it is the course for knowing God further and
for serving mankind to win Godly pleasure.
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101. Why doesn’t Islam change/develop with time?

In Islam there are constant pillars that do not need
development since they are complete, such as creed. It is perfectly



complete and needs no additions or omissions. As for human
affairs, rules are all explained in details in the Quran with
application in the life of the prophet, so the Quran and the
biography of the Prophet are the first two sources of Sharia. The
third source is measuring, which means measuring a matter that has
no proof in the first two sources with another one that has proof
due to a common reason that connects the two matters, such as
measuring drugs to wine, as both cause harm and spoil the mind.
The fourth last source is consensus and agreement of thinkers in the
nation in any time on a certain legal judgement in a certain case,
such as unanimous consensus of Muslim scholars on the illegality
of representing Prophets in movies. This means that measuring and
consensus open the gates of thought in front of flexible developed
solutions based on constant pillars.

102. Why do you wear white cloth in hajj?

It aims at unifying all people to look the same, have nothing
else on, and be as simple as possible. It is to make people
completely forget materialistic differences among each other and to
remind them of a-day-to-come: the day after when they would have
nothing but their deeds, which is the exposition day in which God
evaluates all regardless of possessions, appearances, colors and
materialistic levels.
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103. Do Muslims worship Kaaba in Hajj? Isn't stoning Satan a
form of dealing with idols?

No, we are not praying to it. The Prophet said to the Kaaba:
“By God, a believer to God is higher in rank than you”. Worship
means glorifying and obeying, and when Muslims pray towards the
Kaaba they do not pray to the stones and bricks, but they are
praying to the direction that God has instructed them to head to and
circulate. It is the same direction of all Muslims around the world.
It is the same location that God has ordered Adam pbuh to place the
Kaaba’s pillars and pray at, the same for Abraham, his son Ishmael,
then to Prophet Mohamed pbuh. This is to show the world that the
heavenly religion of the world is one, starting from Adam, to Noah,
Abraham, Ishmael, Jacob, John, Jesus, and Mohamed peace be
upon them. Idol worshiping people call upon idols, but Muslims
have only God in mind, nothing else. This is why they keep
repeating the statement: “I’m here for You, God, no partner with
You”. In Islam, there is no need for a mediator between man and



God. Prayer and supplication go directly to God. So, Muslims say
at the beginning of going around Kaaba: “Oh God! This is for
belief in You, certainty in Your book, loyalty to our vows to You,
and to follow Your Prophet Mohamed”. Walking between the
mountains of Safa and Marwa is to do as Hajer, the wife of
Abraham, did when she was looking for water for her infant.
Stoning is a form of obedience to God by announcing symbolic
hatred to Satan the way God instructed, in the same way Abraham
and Ismael did.
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104. Why do you wash before prayer?

We wash before prayer to clean the parts of body that are
usually exposed to air. We also have to be in best conditions when
we pray, i.e., meet God. Both men and women are supposed to
shower at least once a week, namely before going to prayer in the
mosque on Fridays.
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105. Why did Muslims change their direction of prayer from
Jerusalem to Mecca?

God is the One to whom Muslims pray. Therefore, it is His
right to choose places and times. So, our turning to Mecca is based
on the order of God, not because of the sacredness of Kaaba.
Originally, the Kaaba was the first place that was built for
worshipping God on earth. Adam (pbuh) placed the corner pillars
for building the Kaaba with his son Seth. Then, Ibrahim continued
its building in order to be the worship direction of God by the sons
of Isaac (Jews) and the sons of Ishmael (Arabs).
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106. Why can’t you pray in languages other than Arabic?

Because God has chosen the Arabic Language to be the
language of the Quran, and based on consensus of Language
specialists, it is one of the richest world languages that has
potential. So, using it in prayer is obligatory for encouraging people
to learn it. For those who wish to understand the meaning of the
Quranic words, they can be translated in order to convey the
meaning. The emotional state gets transferred only in the original
language it has been written with.
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107. What is the purpose of worship?

The first purpose is to obey and show servitude to God. Also,
each of the acts of worship has its own benefits that reflect either
on individuals or the community. For example, charity benefits the
payer in obedience to God and purification of own wealth. It also
develops one’s generosity and sharing, and gives poor people
amounts that can help them become self-efficient and charity-
payers themselves.
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108. In Christianity, we confess to priests, what do you Muslims
do to be forgiven? And how do you know you have been
forgiven?

We seek forgiveness directly from God. We need no mediator
as we speak to Him. We simply ask Him sincerely for forgiveness,
and He does forgive. We know that we have been forgiven the
moment we honestly repent because it is a matter of sincerity,
asking honestly, and knowing for sure that God is all-forgiving.
God does not turn anyone down as long as one is honest.
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109. Are you allowed to use banks in Islam?

Yes, we are allowed to use bank if it’s not paying interests.
Interests are banned in Islam as long as they are in fixed
percentages. If the system obliges getting interests, one can
withdraw such amounts and give them to charity.

110. How do Islamic economics and banking work without Interests?

Islamic economics are not based on interests but on natural trade,
1.e., the merchandising that could end up with profit or loss. Western
banking is based on capitalistic loans, money “breeding” money, but
Islamic banking is based on equity in use of money in projects that
sometimes makes profit, and sometimes not. This unfixed non-
guaranteed interest is what makes it fair, since in real life markets,
sales don’t always bring revenue. Islamic economy is connected to
creed and ethics, moderate and balanced so that no individual or
society get wronged, and seeks to achieve mercy and cooperation.
Interests teach man not to act and to lend money to bring money, but
Islamic trade teaches man to choose useful projects, participate in
them, benefit all those involved, then pray to God for profit.
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111. Why do you have such harsh punishment as amputating
hands of thieves?

Hand amputation in case of theft is only when all certain
conditions are met: the thieve has to be an adult, to steal an
amount equal or more than quarter of an Islamic currency, to steal
money that is halal in nature (unlike wine, pork), to steal it from a
storing place, to steal it secretly (if in public it could be retrieved),
to steal what is not owned even partially by the thieve, the victim
should request his money (if he doesn’t, no amputation is done),
and to have two witnesses to the theft or a confession. Only a
judge is to take the decision, and it is nullified in times of famine.
Imprisonment is not valid because it is not a deterrent. Many
people steal and hide the money to enjoy it after they are released.
There are also those who steal, not out of need, but just for the
excitement, for the exhilaration after theft, for feeling smart and
the rush, even if it meant bloodletting. Stealing could become a
habit or an addiction that can’t be stopped but except with a
deterring procedure. Amputation is a strong deterrent, since it will
ruin one’s reputation and will remain all one’s life. This verdict
will result in protecting money in society and safety for people, in
addition to deterring and reforming people.
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112. How come you obligate non-Muslim to pay tax?

It is not an obligation; it is a mutual approval agreement. If
non-Muslim countries wish to have the Muslim army defending
them in case of war, that’s when they paid Jizya for their service.
If not, they paid nothing. If Muslims couldn’t defend them, they
repaid them back the tax they took, since they didn’t fulfil the
defense services.
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113. Why does Islam disagree with the concept of birth and
rebirth (reincarnation)?

In Islam, we believe that we are resurrected only once, for
being held accountable, but not through life after life. We believe
that man is given 1 chance to live a life, then be judged. But
reincarnation involves sending the same soul to come back to life
in another body of another creature, i.e., a soul of a man can come
in an animal (which has no freedom of behavior) and the
opposite, all done by nature. This name replaces God with a
mindless “thing”, and removes the human freewill and
accountability, and leads him into an everlasting sequence of
man/animal lives.

114. Do you listen to music, appreciate art?

Of course, true art is a beautiful essential part of life. By
definition, music is a combination of symmetric sounds that
produce harmony. In nature, chirping of birds and sounds of water



and trees are music, as well as the vocal cords of man and musical
instruments. The call for prayer (athan) and even Quran have
harmony that speaks to the heart and soul. The prophet pbuh
allowed kinds of music that use percussion instruments and
encouraged singing among women using decent thyming lyrics on
happy occasions such as weddings. But he didn’t allow public
singing of a woman, nor musical instruments that use string or wind.
The effect of music is subtle and powerful in producing emotions
and triggering imagination. Music could provoke feelings of
happiness, calmness, enthusiasm, love, hatred, patriotism, sexuality,
violence, even depression. All that helps man achieve his mission on
earth is useful and therefore permissible, while all that disables him
is harmful and discouraged since it wastes his energy in the least.
Islam is in harmony with human nature and instincts, but it polishes
these instincts. So, if music numbs man’s feelings or causes sadness,
violence, depression, anger, suicidal thoughts, or even take his
imagination to a fantasy false world of illusional emotions, it would
be harmful and is very likely to take him away from his goal, and
therefore discouraged, e.g., some Rap musicians in the eighties in
London promoted crime in music, which led to several criminal
acts, and were thus arrested. God wants us to maintain our mental
and physical health, so using some musical instruments that usually
comes with alcoholic drinks, hubbub and obscenity is particularly
forbidden, since it leads to losing one’s mind and misconduct.
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115. Why do many Muslims try to imitate the west?

This is the habit of psychologically defeated people, i.c., to
imitate the victorious one. Arab people started to imitate the west
ever since the western occupation took it. This happened after
westerners used to imitate the victorious Muslims in Middle
Ages, which were the Golden Ages for Muslims.
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116. Why aren't you allowed to have small quantities of wine
and pork?

Who can say a certain quantity is small or large? In any case,
all addicts start by taking a sip, then gradually they increase. In
Islam, solving problems is from the very beginning, so if even a
little is not allowed, people won’t start small then struggle to give
up the lot. The Prophet said: “Don’t drink wine, for it is the key to
all evils”. Statistics of accidents, rape and violence, show that
most incidents have alcohol in the reason. As for pork, pigs don’t
have sweat glands which keeps undesired fluids inside and causes
30% more harm than any other kind of meat. It is also the reason
behind more than 70 diseases, based on reports by WHO. It is
merciful that God has forbid it, noting that there are many other
kinds of unharmful food. In the Quran: “Say ye have been
allowed to eat the good unharmful food”. (AL-Maida 5).
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117. Why do Muslims slaughter animals ruthlessly?

Slaughtering has been scientifically proven to be the most
merciful means of killing an animal. The muscular spasms that
we see of an animal are merely a sub-conscious reaction of
Adrenalin release, and not a sign of pain. In fact, once one of the
major veins of the neck and the spinal nerve are cut off, pain stops
immediately from reaching the brain, while the blood continues in
circulation until it is all out of the animal body to reduce bacteria.
It is easier for the animal and healthier for meat consumers. As
for killing by electrical shock, it paralyses muscles before pain
and conscious stops, and keeps the blood inside the animal, so it
is painful and keeps germs inside body veins, which is unhealthy
for meat consumers.
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118. Are you against abortion? why?

No, Islam is not against abortion in general. Islam allows
birth control, but it does not tolerate complacency with the life of
any creature once it has reached the age of having a soul, i.e.,
when the fetus is 40 days old. By then, it becomes a living



creature that is forbidden to kill. So, abortion has the following
rulings:

1) The fetus is less than 40 days old: abortion is allowed

2) The fetus is between 40 days and 120 days old: very hateful,
unless there is a valid reason, such as endangering the life of a
fetus (in case of twins) or the mother.

3) The fetus is between 120 days old and end of pregnancy:
forbidden, unless there is a valid reason, such as endangering
the life of a fetus (in case of twins) or the mother.
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119. Is life under Islam like that under Taliban?

We got all our information about Taliban from the media,
and we never had firsthand knowledge of their lives. Mostly, the
media is western and it is fabricated and many times biased. A
study made by A.S. Adler, a Jew, (Torah and Taliban) shows that
Taliban are not as extreme as they are portrayed, and that the
media coverage they got is prejudiced. Whether this was correct
or not, we need to remember that we got our information on the
subject from Western media, which is bias.
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120. How does Islam deal with teenagers?

In Islam, a child is raised up in preparation of becoming an
adult. A major rule is to play with the child during his first 7
years, discipline him on the second 7 years, then befriend him on
his third 7. The Prophet used to play with children when they
needed it, yet he used to encourage them into starting their
adulthood by gently enabling them be responsible and show their
talents. This is how he made a teenager of 16 an army leader
(Osama Bin Zaid).
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121. What does Islam think of euthanasia?

Isla opposes euthanasia. It does not believe in "heroic
measures" to cut short the misery of a terminally ill patient; it is
only the right of God to decide on the death of a person, his own
creation. Also, no one should expect that the mercy of God would
not reach an ill person, even if his illness is deadly. God is
capable of changing things in a blink of an eye. Mercy Kkilling is a
rejection of the possibility of God’s mercy reaching us. Man
needs to trust God enough to know that He would not abandon
His creation, especially in times of need. This is what faith in God
is about: trust in Him regardless of all conditions.
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122. What does Islam think of organ transplantation?

Islam stresses upon saving lives, thus transplantation in
general would be permissible, if necessary, provided that the
donor consent and wellbeing are preserved. Yet the sale of an
organ is not permissible.
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123. What is the dress code for Muslims?

Islam emphasizes modesty and no person should be
perceived as a sex object. There are certain guidelines for both
men and women that their dress should not be too thin nor too
tight to reveal body forms. For men, they must at least cover from
knee to navel, while for women their dress should cover all body
except for hands and face.
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124. Why do you clean up the dead before burying them?

It is an action of worship to honor the deceased and obey
God in His orders. Muslims also enshroud the dead to veil them
out of honor.
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125. Why don’t you have pictures in mosques?

Mosques have geometric motifs and plant decorations but
not pictures of people so that admiration of portrays and statutes
may, and actually have throughout history, developed into
cherishing and bestowing sacredness upon the picture itself, not
the person in it, which is not allowed in Islam. Also, portrays
limit imagination within what meets the eye, whereas imagining
the description of God, prophets, and companions would be much
more beautiful than what painters put on canvas.
